We invite you to be a resource exhibitor at the 19th Annual “Challenges in Caregiving: Giving Care, Taking Care” Caregiver Conference. The conference will be held on June 4, 2012, first Monday in June, at the Tukwila Community Center, Tukwila, WA (directions enclosed).

The purpose of the conference is to provide current practical information and skills that caregivers may use in their daily caregiving responsibilities.  Over 400 participants are expected to attend the conference.
